DIRECTIONS TO DRESS REHEARSAL & RECITAL

From Lake Area Dance Center, you head EAST along Highway 96. Go NORTH on Highway 61 to 4th
Street. Take a LEFT and head to BLOOM AVENUE. Take a RIGHT onto BLOOM AVENUE. Central Middle
School is on your left. Follow door signs to the backstage and auditorium areas.

DRESS REHEARSAL & RECITAL GROUPS

For this year, we are hosting two spring recitals. Please note the dress rehearsal and performance in
which your dancer participates. In particular, note that small classes combine into one large class for
rehearsal and recital so each performance is 2 hours. Also note that some groups participate in both
recitals. Those groups in both recitals should attend the second rehearsal at Noon.

At dress rehearsal, each class will have the opportunity to run through each routine on stage in cos-
tume, hair, and make-up. We will start by rehearsing the finale and then we will run through the show
in order. Each class is free to leave once they have rehearsed all of their routines. Video-taping is al-
lowed at dress rehearsal.

At recital, dancers must arrive at the high school 30 minutes prior to show start. This allows time for
the dancer to find their class in the dressing room and prepare for their dance. All dancers except for
Tots and Preschool will stay backstage for the show. Tots and Preschool should be picked up in the
dressing room following their performance and will be called backstage for the finale. It is not required
that dancers stay for the finale but it is a fun way to end the recital. Dancers may be picked up in the
dressing room after recital.

Audience members are asked not to enter/leave when dancers are performing on stage. The audience
may not photograph or videotape the recital. Instead, each performance will be photographed and
recorded professionally. You will receive order information in April!

Props are used to
help develop coordination and rhythm. Meets once per week.

Age 2-3: Half-hour Creative Movement and tumbling led by instructor. Meets once per week.

Age 3-5: Forty-five minute combination class of basic tap and ballet along with creative movement and
tumbling. Meets once per week.

Age 5-7: Forty-five minute combination class of basic tap and ballet along with creative movement and
tumbling. Meets once per week.

Hip-Hop: Class to learn the latest hip-hop moves to current music. Offered to age groups 6 to 9 years, 9
to 12 years, 13 years and up for BOYS and GIRLS. Meets once per week.

Jazz Technigue: One-hour class that combines skills to increase flexibility and core strength as well as
skills to increase balance and power. Offered to dancers 10 years and up. Meets once per week.

Teen Lyrical: One-hour class combining ballet and jazz technique to interpret music and express emo-
tion. Offered to 13 years and up. Meets once per week.

Adult Tap: Forty-five minute class in tap for various levels of proficiency. Meets once per week.

NEW! Belly Dancing! One-hour class focusing on the fundamentals and technique of belly dance for all
levels of fithess and dance experience. Open to teenage and adult students.

Dance Camps: Themed four-day camps for age groups 3 to 6 years as well as 6 to 9 years. A variety of
fun and educational activities are offered, such as craft-making and dancing (of course!).
