This newsletter contains information you will need to know about this year’s recital
and any necessary preparations. We hope this newsletter answers any questions you
may have and aids in your planning! ENJOY!

RECITAL COSTUMES—COMING MID MARCH

Costume payments made during the fall include costume, tights, and accessories. It
also includes a copy of the music for students to listen and to practice outside of
class. We have taken steps to make sure costumes fit correctly, including growth of
your child during the spring. If you find the costume is not fitting correctly, please let
us know. You may be able to have it altered or exchanged. Costumes are distributed
to students only if fully paid. Thank you for your cooperation.

RECITAL PICTURES—APRIL 12 THROUGH 17

Ben Zvan Photography will be taking individual and class pictures during dancers’
regularly scheduled time the week of April 12th. Doing this is the most convenient for
families. We hope all students are present for the class photo. On picture day, parents
may order packages or individual items via order form. Pictures are an optional pur-
chase. Pick-up will be in class IN MAY.

RECITAL HAIR, MAKE-UP & SHOE REQUIREMENTS

Dancers are not required to wear their hair a certain way for recital. But it should be
pulled away from the face in a way that complements the hairpiece included with the
costume. Dancers should wear light make up (eye shadow, blush and lipstick) for re-
cital to keep them from looking pale in the bright lights. Jewelry may not be worn ex-
cluding small stud earrings. Temporary tattoos should be removed.
Please be sure your dancer has the correct color and style of shoes for recital pictures
and performance. All shoes are available at Lake Area Dance Center. Please let us
know if you have any questions.
