DRESS REHEARSAL & RECITAL REMINDERS

At dress rehearsal, each class will run through routines on stage in costume, hair, and
make-up. We will start by rehearsing the finale and then we will run through the show
in order. Each class is free to leave once they have rehearsed all of their routines.
Video-taping is allowed at dress rehearsal.

At recital, dancers must arrive at the high school 30 minutes prior to show start. This
allows time for the dancer to find their class in the dressing room and prepare for
their dance. All dancers except for Tots will stay backstage for the show. Tots should
be picked up in the dressing room following their performance and will be called back-
stage for the finale. It is not required that dancers stay for the finale but it is a fun way
to end the recital. Dancers may be picked up in the dressing room after recital.

Audience members are asked not to enter/leave when dancers are performing on
stage. The audience may not photograph or videotape the recital. Instead, each per-
formance will be photographed by Mariabella Photography and recorded profession-
ally by Meyer Video Productions.

Important Fall 2008-2009 Registration Dates
May 31st — CURRENT students who register before this date will be given priority.

June 2nd — Registrations from NEW SUMMER students will begin to be processed.
June 16th — Registrations from NEW students will begin to be processed.

Registrations may be handed in at the studio, mailed to our address, or sent online at
http://www.lakeareadance.com. Phone registrations are discouraged.

Requirements for Fall 2008-2009 Registration

Registration forms must be completed with payments for: (1) registration fee and (2) first
month’s tuition. Registration fees are $10 per individual or $20 per family; this fee occurs
once per dance season. Please refer to the schedule and/or our brochure for September
tuition.

Spots will not be held without a complete form, paid registration fee, AND paid first month’s
tuition. Additionally, account balances must be paid in full in order to reserve your dancer’s
place in a class this upcoming season.

There is no refund on registration fees. If a cancellation is made prior to August 1st, first
month’s tuition will be refunded. September tuition will not be refunded after August 1st.

Be sure to include your first and second choice for class times. You will receive a confirma-
tion postcard indicating you or your dancer’s class day and time during the summer
months. Class begins Thursday, September 4th,
